Step 1: Tighten with fingers, leave just finger tight until the end. Do NOT tighten with 

wrench until the end. Suggested location of sway braces are Top Front and 

Bottom Back. Each section must have 6 inches of sway brace.

Dividers to be secure in the slots, round side must be up and all indents must go 

the same way in each shelf
